What is leadership? What does it mean to be a 
leader? This class will explore what the Bible 
has to say about leadership. The students will 
discover the strengths, weaknesses, 
accomplishments and failures of leaders in the 
Old Testament. Theyʼll investigate leadership 
qualities and principles from the life and 
ministry of Jesus and early church leaders.

What are the qualities of an authentic Christian 
leader? The students will explore the 
importance of character and integrity in the life 
of a Christian leader. They will discuss the 
damage leaders can cause through character 
weaknesses. Theyʼll begin looking at the dark 
side of their character.

What is spiritual transformation? What are the 
pathways and spiritual experiences God uses 
to transform believers into the image of Jesus 
Christ? Students will examine the process of 
spiritual transformation. This session will focus 
on the work of the Holy Spirit in a Christianʼs 
life.

How does awareness of our selves help 
leaders to lead? In this session, students will 
discover how they work on the inside. Theyʼll 
explore their identity in Christ. Theyʼll learn 
ways that they hide from others and 
themselves. Finally, students will gain insight 
into themselves through the Johari Window.
